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POLICIES 
 
The People’s Political Power Party of Canada will maintain the integrity of the Constitution of 
Canada, ensuring to give all people security, justice and peace through the establishment of trust. 
The Party aims to develop real participatory democracy, requiring a moral obligation on the part of 
representatives of the Party to serve their members. In such, the Party promotes a centralist view to 
bring unity between opposing views, and to bring individual abilities forth to develop Canada as a 
role-model for nations of the world.  
 
 
Policy 1 
 
Returning Value to Women 
We, as the PPP, will return value to women.  
 
We will bring value and moral respect to the women who have come from mothers, who become 
young women and who could become the new mothers of the nation. When you degrade women, 
promoting the dissection of the motherly value of women, by pornography, by promoting drugs and 
alcohol, by immodest fashions, you degrade women and insult the family and ultimately the nation. 
Such promotions defame the character of women.  
 
We will ban any form of dissection of the value of women, be it through pornography in any form, 
in prostitution, or in forcing women into sexual ventures in order to survive. We will deem, that 
obstacles to morality are criminal activities.  
 
Education will be offered to the nation concerning the true beauty and value of motherliness in all 
women. This new respect of women will re-establish a new and beautiful environment – in the 
homes, in the communities and in the federation that is Canada. Marriage will be understood as a 
privileged union, with a result of the creation and protection of a child or children.  
 
The family will be re-built and re-born.  
 
 
Policy 2 
 
The First Nations People 
We, as the PPP, will resolve issues between the First Nation people, the people of Canada and the Churches.  
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We must respect our commitment to the First Nation people through our historical Treaties and 
Constitution.  
 
We will work with First Nation people to establish good housing, clean water and more than just the 
basic necessities for survival. We will return to them their dignity and desire for a fulfilling life in 
Canada.  
 
It is not sufficient to pay out land claims and monies for Residential Schools, which could further 
aggravate situations in keeping people secluded from the unity of which we speak. We will make 
these things happen by everyone walking together, learning from each other and throwing away the 
arrogance of the past.  
 
The attitude of domination from the Kings of France, to the Churches, upon the Native people, 
must be ended. We will respect everyone’s human rights.  
 
Reconciliation must and will take place for the new family of Canada. We will work with the 
Churches to address the plight of the First Nation people so that both sides climb out of their 
despair and heal. A family environment will be established where everyone will feel the true sense of 
belonging in a restructured, caring and peaceful family.  
 
 
Policy 3 
 
Poverty 
We, as the PPP, will remove poverty.  
 
We invite, in the name of justice, all the poor communities of this nation to join forces with our 
brothers and sisters, so neglected by racism and injustice … as all the poor of this nation are 
dominated by the rich, who will always use money to keep people under control through sanctions. 
Disrespect of anyone, by anyone of any station in life, must be discontinued.  
 
We will end the excessive profits of corporations and multi-nationals that through their greed, 
withdraw profits and even basic necessities of life from their countrymen, women and children.  
 
The elite are in minority. The poor and the ‘becoming poor’ are in majority: it is they who will speak 
on Election Day, with no money power to manipulate the destiny of the majority.  
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We unite together as a majority family, where everyone is included with no exception as to their race, 
religion, financial status or poverty. Canada is the family that will gather the world by the example of 
its own family environment, which will give equality to all and diminish poverty to become wealth -a 
commonwealth of all people.  
 
We will invest in the people of this Nation, through education, so that all will have the opportunity 
to strengthen and multiply the natural resources of this country – our youth. We will develop a 
national education system, using the media and technology, where everyone will have an opportunity, 
at a much lower cost, to learn to grow. There will be a foundation of establishing human rights in 
everyone’s heart.  
 
Our priority is to give everyone to look forward to tomorrow without pressures and divisions 
between people. Everyone will set his or her dream, a goal, and will be encouraged to go for it.  
 
 
Policy 4 
 
Seventh Day : Family Day 
We, as the PPP, will bring back the seventh day as a Family Day.  
 
Every family will have an opportunity to sit together, to strengthen each other, to worship as they 
please or not. Businesses will be closed, except for emergency services.  
 
The value of the family will be understood as the strength and foundation in cutting health care 
costs, diminishing criminality, giving a break to the environment, and re-kindling personal dreams.  
 
The family structure is the basis of home care. When you see happiness, you become happiness.  
 
Canada must become a family where we will have role models in young men wanting to look after 
their families, their mothers and fathers…and young women dreaming up happiness by the reality of 
the example of their own family structure to continue the legacy of a true marriage between people 
-and their nation.  
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Policy 5 
 
Healthcare 
We, as the PPP, will diminish Health Care costs by 50% in 3 years.  
 
As a Nation, we will become healthy again. Healing begins in a desire to live, triggered by hope. We 
will provide instructions for how to really care for one another. Caring takes its’ roots in love. In the 
Canada that we offer, as fear diminishes, the immune system of individuals will become replenished.  
 
As a result, health care costs will greatly diminish and health care benefits will greatly increase. As 
the society continues to age, benefits and revenues to the country will continue to increase, as the 
costs of caring for the ill and aging will actually decrease, through caring. The sick, the terminally ill, 
the despairing, the addicted, the mentally ill, will decrease in numbers due to the effects of personal 
caring and the restructuring within homes and communities.  
 
We will see Health Care departments becoming assets, rather than liabilities.  
 
For seniors, at retirement age, that live in their own residence, we will remove the tax system from 
their property, as they have contributed to the country as taxpayers, throughout their lives.  
 
With a restructured home base, health conditions of all will change.  
 
 
Policy 6 
 
The Welfare System 
We, as the PPP, will eliminate the welfare system.  
 
Respect for women and the family are the key to ending the welfare system.  
 
Family Services or social agencies, that would put people on the streets with children, will be 
deemed criminally responsible. Provincial transfer payments from Ottawa will be eliminated towards 
provinces involved in such activities.  
 
We will make it a criminal offence for agencies to have neglected people and caused them to sleep 
on the streets, winter or summer, for whatever reason, be it that they are drug addicts, alcoholics, or 
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mentally unfit. Adequate housing will have to be provided for everyone.  
 
On the issues of natural resources: all natural resources of the land belong to every tax payer. We 
will have a federal law prohibiting the cutting off of hydro, heat and water under any circumstance, 
other than emergency repairs. All rental units will be responsible for including utilities within the 
rent. A landlord will be required to follow this law or be charged with criminal negligence or theft 
from the tenant.  
 
We will guarantee security to our own people.  
 
The Social Services System will receive praise for eliminating welfare cases because of ensuring 
people’s security. Again, money saved in this way, will become an asset for the community and 
Government, by having costs decreased, all down the line. Social assistance costs will be reverted 
into investment, beginning by hope to those who have become dependent on agencies.  
 
Caring for people is a political issue. Caring will prevent welfare, prostitution, addiction, suicide and 
all forms of negative involvement.  
 
The entire welfare system can be eliminated, where everyone will experience the joy of re-building 
communities for the well-being of all.  
 
It is greater to turn a liability into an asset than to ignore it, because an asset will always bring back 
to the nation the bearing of fruit of the work of the people. The taxpayers, you and I, are the 
employers of the Social Service Agencies. We will prohibit those agencies from endangering the lives 
of women and children in Canada and creating an enormous tax burden for the citizens of this 
country.  
 
 
Policy 7 
 
The Solicitors General Department 
We, as the PPP, will empty the prisons of prisoners.  
 
Crime reduction begins by giving hope to everyone through the restructuring of the family, through 
respect of women. When there is no need for radical ventures outside the home, all problems that 
affect society and require dependence on its agencies, will diminish greatly.  
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The systems of the past have contributed to today’s family breakdowns and many have been 
deprived of education and opportunities to learn a trade or to function in certain fields due to 
weaknesses, money problems, etc. A lesser sense of one’s own value is caused from the pressures of 
broken down families.  
 
We will call on our military to impart moral values to criminals who are resistant to change. They 
can earn a career in the military and earn a sense of self worth, by using their strength in defending 
the women and children of the nation, and in helping out in emergency situations.  
 
By re-allocating exorbitant funds from the prison system to the education system or job sector, for 
individual prisoners, we will save the tax payers hundreds of thousands of dollars and re-invest our 
natural resources (the people) back into our society, generating more revenue for all.  
 
 
Policy 8 
 
The Budget of Canada 
We, as the PPP, will end the Nation’s deficit and achieve a major surplus in the budget.  
 
You will have confidence in this new government which will lead you not into debts, but benefits, 
through honesty, moral value, real participatory democracy and by being servants of the people.  
 
There will be no massive bills for investigations into frauds or money scandals, as this government 
will be totally transparent and accountable. People’s needs will be our first priority. Multi million 
dollar funds for such ventures as a Museum for Human Rights will be stopped and redirected to 
addressing the poverty and human rights of our people, in all parts of the country.  
 
We will cut the income tax completely within a five year period and show an increase in revenue at the 
same time. We will reduce department budgets (because of their mismanagement and lack of 
accountability) to a minimum, while attaining a greater success rate.  
 
We will eliminate departments that are like white elephants and turn them into profitable ventures 
for the taxpayers, so that ultimately, Canada could operate with a sales tax only and no income tax at all.  
 
The sales tax will be sufficient tax revenue because of the budget cuts that will be recycled into 
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profitable ventures. 
  
Everyone will participate in work that will benefit families and communities, rather than exploiting 
others. Every worker will share in the profits of businesses, thus increasing incentive for good work.  
 
Excessive corporate profits will be curbed and dividends will be returned to the employees and the 
province in order to regenerate health and revenue. Better employees will create stability within the 
companies and within the families of the employees.  
 
Technology will not replace the worker, in such, increasing our liability, through unemployment, 
welfare systems, costs for retraining, and corporate buy-outs. 
 
We also wish to encourage seniors into retirement, which will create more work for the young and 
accessibility to building their family lives. 
 
Retirees could take a rest without the pressures of taxes on property. No seniors (under a income 
ceiling that will be fixed) will have to pay property taxes, in order to reward them for their 
contributions in having built the nation.  
 
Volunteerism from those with wisdom and caring will be encouraged, to help others to improve 
techniques, skills and abilities and expand their learning.  
 
We will bring stability to the standard of living, where now excessive profits for large corporations 
are the cause of our living expense increases, which make it impossible for the average family to 
even wish to be living the joy of the family.  
 
Education will be provided for anyone that shows an interest in bettering his or her life and that of 
others, where we could have workers and their goods, ‘made in Canada’ rather than importing them 
from other nations, because of the struggle within our own.  
 
The GST could eventually be phased out completely, but first, used to pay off our obligations to the 
First Nation people, not only because of treaties but because it is rightfully due to them. In the 
rebuilding phase, ventures such as development of a local forestry industry could be turned into 
employment for the young aboriginal men and women, where the housing and living conditions 
could be improved.  
 
The time is ripe for these ventures, as industries are shutting down all over the North of Canada. As 
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companies leave, for whatever reasons, with our support, communities can step up and become 
managers of their own industries: for example using lumber for their own housing rather than pulp 
and paper mills. Local initiatives of real value will benefit communities who will no longer have to 
depend on social assistance and repayments of government debts.  
 
In a similar fashion, we will put money back into agriculture. To make sure that we have food in the 
city, we must ensure that we support our farmers to grow the food. Farmers must receive what is 
due them, in order to survive in their ventures. They will be supported with their costs of 
production.  
 
The needs of our farmers must be met before international markets take over to corrupt local 
exchanges. We have government surpluses that can be used to support the needs of the farmers to 
hold onto their farms.  
 
Transfer Payments:  
 
We will become one nation, where all belongs to all people. As one resource becomes depleted or 
useless in one area, we are thankful that another resource in another part of the country can be our 
life preserver. Hydro-electric power, a clean, renewable source of energy, is quickly becoming an 
acceptable, thus profitable source of energy of which all provinces would appreciate a percentage.  
We will ensure equality of Canada’s wealth among all provinces and territories.  
 
 
Policy 9 
 
The Environment 
We, as the PPP, will ensure an environmentally clean nation to participate with the rest of the world on environmental 
issues, standing as a role-model.  
 
We have the blueprints for the creative use of alternative forms of clean energy: wind, solar, 
hydro-electric and human energy. As the elements respond to human behaviour and activity (such as, 
more shopping activity equalling more gas consumption equalling more pollution), we will learn how 
to change human activity to show more respect for the natural elements. The dominant activities of 
production and consumption must compliment our environment.  
 
The nation will be cleaned, government will be cleaned and human conscience and attitude will be 
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cleaned. When we respect and love our children, we get serious at leaving a clean future for them. 
The future must always be what we wish for ourselves but for others first.  
 
We will have clean air, following clean streets, clean homes and communities. We need to rebuild 
our nation by our people, for our people and with the people. Every industry in Canada, be it the 
lumber industry, farming industry, textiles, fishing, hunting, manufacturing, and every member of 
Parliament, must be part of a co-operative system working in conjunction with the needs of every 
Canadian.  
 
Only then will we have a balanced, sustainable energy program.  
 
 
Policy 10 
 
International Affaires 
We, as the PPP, will establish international partnerships based on trust and equality.  
 
Canada will pay off its debts and no longer be dominated by a world banking system. We will not 
allow our currency to be overridden by another world currency system. A few minority nations will 
not be allowed to dominate the many. Communication, not sanctions, is the key to international 
partnerships.  
 
Partnerships must be based on trust. Trade results must benefit the people of both nations equally. 
Nations can exchange honestly with each other for goods and resources, based on fair market value, 
so that there is no winner, no loser. When part of the world suffers, ultimately, in the long run, the 
whole planet, the whole world suffers. We will not bring two nations together, by one being lesser 
than the other. There will be no secret agendas, secret societies or control of smaller nations by a 
dominant small group of powerful nations.  
 
Your immediate family must be a blueprint to your community…your community a blueprint for 
your nation and your nation a blueprint for others to follow in their dealings with each other.  
 
 
Policy 11 
 
Our Canada 
We, as the PPP, will retain the unity of the country by building a solid federation of provinces and territories.  
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In a productive nation, everyone works for the well-being of others. Each province will work for the 
well-being of the others. We will end the real division towards unity in this nation – the division 
created by the rich elite bureaucracy over the rest of the country.  
 
Canada must stop being a nation and become a family. We will not change the word ‘province’ or 
‘territory’ to ‘nation’. We are one nation under God.  
 
We welcome all minorities, to share their culture and skills with us, as we share with them, to be a 
productive nation. Everyone will have work, dignity and the pleasure to live a life that they could 
build without limitation. Through respect of each other, we will work together and show surpluses 
that have never been seen before in the provinces or in the nation.  
 
 
A family is never functioning politically -in a democratic way, much less in a socialist way. The PPP 
will guide us to unity in the spirit of a true family.  
 
 
Policy 12 
 
Issue on War 
We, as the PPP, will not send our sons and daughters to war. 
 
Canada will become a peacemaker, making peace that will be permanent. Wars will be a thing of the 
past. If we love the family, women and children, we will protect them, not set them up in a war zone, 
unprotected from bullets and weaponry.  
 
Terrorism will disappear because we will take the time to listen to the distress of others and find 
solutions for living peacefully. One’s faith is to be in moral value, seen through moral actions, rather 
than in the words one speaks.  
 
The PPP will present moral values that no one person or no nation could reject. The world will be 
brought together without a fight -by people that will have enough love and respect for the whole 
human race, where military budgets could remove poverty, the world over, immediately, without 
war.  
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Nations will want to compromise in the name of peace. There will be no need to implant 
micro-chips for security into people. People will place trust in their leadership and leadership will 
place trust in the people.  
 
 
Policy 13 
 
Peace on Earth 
We, as the PPP, will participate in an era of peace, not global domination. 
 
Real participatory democracy will not lead to a form of globalization, similar to one that exists now. 
Slandering and division will always lead to control, domination and wars. A one-world government 
is an establishment that would do away with anyone who would not follow the one-world order, and 
that means by submitting and forcing a dictatorship upon everyone, removing freewill and freedom 
of expression. There is no justice or order in this.  
 
A structure of unification, through morality, respect and love, will create the opposite of global 
domination – world peace.  
 
The PPP, with the hearts of its members, will deliver world peace.
